From the Archives

Last of a three part series on the role of southwestern Hamilton County in the Civil War. Part I covered the

role of Sisters of Charity nurses, Part 11 talked about Morgan’s Raid through Hamilton County. Part I11
deals with the soldiers who fought and their families on the home front.

On the Home front — Delhi During the War

Delhi played an important part in the Civil War in several ways: the abolitionists who supported
bringing slaves over the river to safe haven in Cheviot and beyond; the Sister of Charity nurses
who tended to the wounded on the battlefield and in hospitals; the dozens of soldiers who fought
for the cause; and those women and children and men who kept the farms and business running
on the home front.

More than 6.3 million men and women served in the Civil War, a half-million of those soldiers and sailors were from

Ohio. So chances are everyone in Delhi knew someone who served in the War Between the States, and likely knew someone
who had been killed. 380 men from Delhi registered for the draft as required by law in May of 1863. All of these men were
eligible to be called into service. Many of them either enlisted before being drafted or waited to be called. Frederick Brand-
horst, according to family tradition, lured by the offer of $300 from a recruiter, joined at the end of an evening at a down-

town beer garden. The next morning he realized he was $300 richer but off to fight a war.

Some of those who enlisted or were called into action had previous military experience, such as Captain James Foley, for

whom Foley Road is named. Two of those who fought were John Fischesser and
Henry Schwartz, whose children later married. Schwartz enlisted in the Ohio
108th volunteers on August 14, 1862, around the time of the Cincinnati siege. He
served until the end of the war and was mustered out June 1, 1865.

Meanwhile, back at home, Delhi faced occasional fear that Confederate
troops would storm Cincinnati. As mentioned in the last newsletter, General John
Hunt Morgan brought 2,000 men on a raid through northern Hamilton County in
July of 1863. But the big scare happened in the fall of 1862. Confederate General
Edmund Kirby Smith captured Lexington and headed north on the 3 L highway
toward Cincinnati. Seven cannon‘batteries” or defenses were dug into the hills of
Northern Kentucky and troops hastily built a pontoon bridge over the Ohio. More
than 15,000 men volunteered to defend the city, one of the units was headed by
Delhi resident Major Peter Zinn of the Ohio 85th.

The Confederate troops were repelled 7 1/2 miles south of Covington near Ft.
Mitchell/Ft. Wright and retreated back toward Lexington on September 13.

Queen City Underground Tour

Members and friends of the Delhi Historical So-
ciety spent a beautiful May afternoon touring the
hidden history of Vine Street in Over-The-Rhine
on the Queen City Underground Tour. We started
with lunch at the historic Washington Platform
(at right), then it was off to meet our guides and
learn about bosses, brews and burials.

By far the most popular site was the sub-
basement tunnels under Kaufman Brewery
(below), but the now abandoned Cosmopolitan
Beer Hall, built in 1854, also brought oohs and
ahhs. We saw Weilerts Café where Boss Cox ran
city government in the 1880s, and the Opera
House at 14th and Vine where Buffalo Bill Cody
hired a local girl named Annie Oakley for his
Wild West show.

Our final stop was St. Francis Seraph Church at
Vine and Liberty
where we toured this
beautiful structure and
its underground crypt.

Over-the-Rhine’s
45,000 population was
75 percent German in
the late 1800s — a
place where religion,
entertainment, shop- £
ping and beer gardens ‘
lived in harmony.
